Continuous use of baghouse with a minimum of 95% control efficiency
6.75 tons per year of particulate
The permittee shall vent the particulate emissions from each conveyor, crusher, feeder, screener, compactor and bucket elevator to a baghouse controlling this emissions unit with a minimum of 95% control efficiency.  

Operational Restrictions
The emissions from this emissions unit shall be vented to a baghouse at all times the emissions unit is in operation.
Monitoring and/or Recordkeeping Requirements
The permittee shall perform daily checks, when the emissions unit is in operation and when the weather conditions allow, for any visible particulate emissions from the stack serving this emissions unit.  The presence or absence of any visible emissions shall be noted in an operations log.  If visible emissions are observed, the permittee shall also note the following in the operations log:
the color of the emissions;
whether the emissions are representative of normal operations;
if the emissions are not representative of normal operations, the cause of the abnormal emissions;
the total duration of any visible emission incident; and
any corrective actions taken to minimize or eliminate the visible emissions.
If visible emissions are present, a visible emission incident has occurred. The observer does not have to document the exact start and end times for the visible emission incident under item (d) above or continue the daily check until the incident has ended. The observer may indicate that the visible emission incident was continuous during the observation period (or, if known, continuous during the operation of the emissions unit). Additional Terms and Conditions
Permit to Install 01-12262 for this air contaminate source takes into account the following voluntary restrictions as proposed by the permitee for the purpose of avoiding Best Available Technology (BAT) requirements under OAC rule 3745-31-05(A)(3):   
Continuous use of baghouse with a minimum of 95% control efficiency
3.37 tons per year of particulate
The permittee shall vent the particulate emissions from the Pulvocron system to a baghouse controlling this emissions unit with a minimum of 95% control efficiency.   

Operational Restrictions
The emissions from this emissions unit shall be vented to a baghouse at all times the emissions unit is in operation.
Monitoring and/or Recordkeeping Requirements
The permittee shall perform daily checks, when the emissions unit is in operation and when the weather conditions allow, for any visible particulate emissions from the stack serving this emissions unit.  The presence or absence of any visible emissions shall be noted in an operations log.  If visible emissions are observed, the permittee shall also note the following in the operations log:
the color of the emissions;
whether the emissions are representative of normal operations;
if the emissions are not representative of normal operations, the cause of the abnormal emissions;
the total duration of any visible emission incident; and
any corrective actions taken to minimize or eliminate the visible emissions.
If visible emissions are present, a visible emission incident has occurred. The observer does not have to document the exact start and end times for the visible emission incident under item (d) above or continue the daily check until the incident has ended. The observer may indicate that the visible emission incident was continuous during the observation period (or, if known, continuous during the operation of the emissions unit). With respect to the documentation of corrective actions, the observer may indicate that no corrective actions were taken if the visible emissions were representative of normal operations, or specify the minor corrective actions that were taken to ensure that the emissions unit continued to operate under normal conditions, or specify the corrective actions that were taken to eliminate abnormal visible emissions.
Reporting Requirements
The permittee shall submit semiannual written reports that (a) identify all days during which any visible particulate emissions were observed from the stack serving this emissions unit and (b) describe any corrective actions taken to minimize or eliminate the visible particulate emissions.  These reports shall be submitted to the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency) by January 31 and July 31 of each year and shall cover the previous six-month periods.
Testing Requirements
Compliance with the emissions limitations in 1.b)(1) of these terms and conditions shall be determined in accordance with the following methods:
Emission Limitation
Visible particulate emissions from any stack shall not exceed 20 percent opacity as a six-minute average, except as specified by rule.
Applicable Compliance Method
Compliance shall be determined through visible emission observations performed in accordance with U.S. EPA Method 9.
Emission Limitation
Particulate emissions from the baghouse shall not exceed 4.1 lbs/hr.
Applicable Compliance Method
Compliance with the hourly emissions limitation shall be determined by multiplying 0.03 grains/cf (the rated maximum outlet concentration of the baghouse) *6,000cf/min (outlet gas flow rate)*(1 lb/7,000 grains)*60 min/hr.
