Notice of Adoption of Rules 
 

Notice is hereby given that the Director of Environmental Protection, under the authority 
of Ohio Revised Code Section 3704.03 has adopted amended rules 3745-14-01 and 
3745-14-06 (NOx SIP call) of the Ohio Administrative Code (OAC). 
 
The primary purpose of this rulemaking is to amend rule language consisting of the 
addition of new language in paragraph (C)(2)(a) of OAC rule 3745-14-01 and paragraph 
(E)(4)(d) of OAC rule 3745-14-06. The change in the applicability exemption section of 
OAC rule 3745-14-01, was made to facilitate the transition of affected units from the 
NOx SIP call into the Clean Air Interstate Rule (CAIR) program (OAC Chapter 3745-
109) and to begin the process of „sunsetting” the parts of OAC Chapter 3745-14 which 
will no longer be needed. New paragraph (E)(4)(d) in OAC rule 3745-14-06 was also 
added to deal with this transition concerning any possible excess emissions in the 2008 
compliance accounts. 
 
Pursuant to Section 121.39 of the Ohio Revised Code, DAPC is required to consult with 
interested parties affected by the rules before the division formal adopts them. On 
August 11, 2009, these rules went out for a 30 day review by interested parties. 
Pursuant to Section 119.03 of the Ohio Revised Code, a public hearing on these rule 
changes was conducted on December 1, 2009 in Columbus, Ohio. There was one 
comment received during the comment period and as a result Ohio EPA added a short 
“clarification sentence” to the proposed language in OAC rule 3745-14-01. The addition 

of this sentence did not change the substance or intent of the language. The Director=s 

order of adoption was issued on October 8, 2010. The effective date of these rules is 
October 18, 2010.

Ohio EPA and U.S. FWS Solicit Comment on a 
Study Plan for a Potential Source of PCBs 
Near the Ottawa River Site in Toledo, Ohio. 

 

The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service (Service) of the Department of Interior (DOI) (collectively, the Trustees) are 
conducting a Natural Resource Damage Assessment (NRDA) of the Ottawa River and 
North Maumee Bay, Lake Erie (collectively known as the assessment area).  Recent 
soil samples near a property owned by First Energy Corporation and located at 1045 
Post Road (a.k.a. 1001 West Delaware Avenue), Toledo, Ohio, indicate a potential 
source of hazardous substance (i.e., polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB)) contamination.  
The Trustees are soliciting comments on a Study Plan that will confirm existing data and 
further evaluate the nature and concentration of potential contamination that may be 
and/or may have been a source to the Ottawa River or related tributaries.  The data will 
also be evaluated to help determine if local residences may be exposed to PCBs as a 
result of current or past activities on the First Energy property. 
 
The Ottawa River begins southeast of Sylvania, Ohio at the junction of Ten Mile Creek 
and North Ten Mile Creek. From there it flows through the City of Toledo, to Maumee 
Bay (Lake Erie).  The First Energy Corporation property, located just southeast of the 
intersection of I-75 and I-475, is less than one-half mile southeast of the Ottawa River 
and has historically had a combined sewer overflow that empties into the Ottawa River.  
Operations at the First Energy facility, ongoing since the 1930‟s, have included the 
maintenance, reclamation and storage of PCB-containing transformers.  
 
The objectives of the proposed Study Plan are as follows: (1) confirm the presence and 
estimate the concentrations of PCBs in soils in the right-of-ways around the First Energy 
Corporation (formerly Toledo Edison) facility and, (2) identify possible transport media 
and pathways to local residences and to the Ottawa River or related tributaries. 
 
The Trustees will accept written comments through November 15, 2010.  Anyone may 
submit written comments on the Study Plan by writing to: Brian Tucker, NRDA 
Coordinator, Ohio EPA Central Office, 50 West Town Street, Suite 700, Columbus, Ohio 
(43215).

Erie bottom below the ordinary high water (OHWM). The applicant‟s proposed minimal 
degradation alternatives, if approved,1) would result in 80 cubic yards, 2) 55 cubic 
yards, and 3) 130 cubic yards of fill placement on the Lake Erie bottom, below OHWM. 
The applicant‟s proposed non-degradation alternative, if approved, would have no direct 
impacts on waters of the state. 
 
Discharges from the activity, if approved, would result in degradation to, or lowering of, 
the water quality of Lake Erie. Ohio EPA will review the application, and a decide 
whether to grant or deny the application will be made, in accordance with OAC 3745-1-
05, an antidegradation review of the application will be conducted before deciding 
whether to allow a lowering of the water quality. All three proposed alternatives will be 
considered during the review process.  No exclusions or waivers, as outlined by OAC 
rule 3745-1-05, apply or may be granted.
