The applicant's 
proposed preferred alternative, if approved, would result in the relocation of 1,919 linear 
feet of an unnamed tributary to Backbone Creek and would sever the connection to 
Backbone Creek.  The applicant's proposed minimal degradation alternative, if 
approved, would also result in the relocation of 1,919 linear feet of unnamed tributary to 
Backbone Creek, but would maintain the connection to Backbone Creek. The 
applicant's proposed non-degradation alternative, if approved, would be the restoration 
of the stream to pre-impact conditions and would have no direct impacts on waters of 
the state. 
 
Discharges from the activity, if approved, would result in degradation to, or lowering of, 
the water quality of Backbone Creek.  Ohio EPA will review the application, and decide 
whether to grant or deny the application, in accordance with OAC Chapters 3745-1 and 
3745-32.
